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Saint Stanislaus CA 
Area Highlights 
Saint Stanislaus Conservation Area is in north St. 
Louis County. Te Conservation Department 
leases this 810-acre area from the St. Louis 
County Department of Parks and Recreation and 
manages it for a variety of wildlife species. Te 
area was named for the former Saint Stanislaus 
Seminary, which used this site for a retreat. Old 
building foundations from this retreat still remain. 
Early French explorers named this historic bluf 
“La Charbonier,” which means coal seam. Te 
journals of Lewis and Clark also noted the coal 
resources of the bluf. 

Access to Charbonier Bluf, which overlooks the 
Missouri River bottoms, is provided by hiking 
trails from the lower parking area. Te area 
includes a portion of Bryan Island on the Missouri 
River. Te island is on the western boundary 
of the property and is accessible only by boat. 
Habitats found on the area include wetlands, 
upland and bottomland forest and open felds. 
Te lower portions of the area are frequently 
subject to spring fooding. 

Recreational Opportunities 
Bird Watching – Fishing – Hiking – Hunting 
Outdoor Photography – Wildlife Viewing 
Conservation Areas are closed from 10 p.m. to 4 a.m. 
except for authorized fshing and hunting activities. 
•  No freworks or open fres. 
•  No target shooting. 
•  Dogs must be leashed or confned when not 
being used for training or hunting. 
•  Motor vehicles are restricted to parking areas. 
•  Nuts, berries, fruits, mushrooms and wild 
greens may be taken for personal use. Cutting or 
removing other vegetation is prohibited.  

Fishing 
Fishing is permitted under statewide regulations. Te 
following special regulations also apply: 
•  Bullfrogs and green frogs may not be taken with firearms.  
•  No live bait may be captured on area lakes, ponds 
and wetlands except that gizzard shad may be taken 
by dip net or throw net. 
•  Salvage seining of non-game fsh for personal use 
is permitted only with written authorization. 

Hunting and Trapping 
•  Deer Hunting is by Archery Methods Only.                                                        
• Fall turkey hunting is permitted by Archery 
Methods Only. 
•  Only portable tree stands are allowed and only 
from September 1 through January 31. Unattended 
stands must be plainly labeled on a durable material 
with the full name and address, or Conservation 
Number, of the owner and be removed from the 
area before February 1. Use of nails, screw-in steps, 
and any material or method that would damage the 
tree is prohibited. 
•  All other hunting is prohibited. 
•  Furbearer trapping is permitted by special-use permit.
