Rules and Regulations

Open_for public use from 4:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m.;
hunting fishing, trapping, camping, dog training,
launching and landing boats allowed 24 hours a day

on areas where these activities are permitted.

* Groups of more than 10 people and some special
activities may require a special use permit. Please
visit our website for more information.

* Camping is permitted only in designated areas
shown on map. Camping is limited to 14 consecu-
tive days in a 30-day period. Groups of more than
10 campers require a special use permit. Seasonal
restrictions may apply. No amenities provided.

* Bicycles allowed on designated service roads
year-round. Service roads can be located at https://
mdc.mo.gov/discover-nature/places

* Bicycles and horses allowed on public roadways
year-round.

* Vehicles are restricted to public roadways and
parking lots unless otherwise allowed by area
regulations.

* Use of fireworks is prohibited.

Fishing and Boating
Fishing, frogging, and boating is permitted under
statewide regulations with the following exceptions.

* In lakes and ponds, daily limits are catfish in the
aggregate (channel catfish, blue catfish, flathead
catfish), four (4); black bass, six (6); crappie, thirty
(30); and all other fish, statewide limits, but not
to exceed twenty (20) in the aggregate. On lakes
and ponds, black bass more than twelve inches
(127) but less than fifteen inches (15”) total length
must be returned to the water unharmed imme-
diately after being caught. For stream regulations

Summary.

* Electric motors only are allowed.

* Boats may not be left unattended overnight.

Unattended stands
must be plainly labeled on durable material with A
the full name and address or Conservation num-
ber of the owner and be removed from the area by
February Ist. Use of nails, screw-in steps, and any
material or method that would damage the tree is
prohibited.

* Trapping allowed only with a special use permit.
