No unattended open campfires
allowed. Stays are limited to 14 consecutive days
in a 30-day period. Groups of more than 10
campers require a special use permit. Please visit
our website for more information about special use
permits.

* Walk-in camping is allowed year round,
EXCEPT during all firearms deer and turkey
seasons. During these seasons camping is only
allowed on or adjacent to graveled area parking
lots. Same rules apply.

* No free-running pets. Dogs must be leashed

or confined when not being trained or used for
hunting. A hunting permit is required to train
dogs in pursuit of wildlife.

* Nuts, berries, fruits, mushrooms and wild greens
may be taken for personal use.

* Bicycles allowed on designated service roads
year-round. Service roads can be located at https://
mdc.mo.gov/discover-nature/places

* Bicycles and horses allowed on public roadways
year-round.

* Vehicles are restricted to public roadways and
parking lots unless otherwise allowed by area
regulations.

* No target shooting allowed.

Hunting and Trapping
Area is open to hunting under statewide regulations.

The following special regulations also apply.

* Deer and turkey regulations are subject to annual
changes. Please refer to the Spring Turkey or Fall

Deer and Turkey Booklets for current regulations.
* Only portable tree stands may be placed or used
and only between Sept. 1 and Jan. 31. Each stand
must be identified with the name and address of
the user and must be removed from the area by
Feb. 1. Use of nails or other materials that would
damage the tree is prohibited.

* Trapping of furbearers is allowed only with a
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special use permit. Visit our website for more

information.
