Recreational Opportunities

Bird Watching — Bicycling — Fishing — Hiking — Hunting
Department areas are open to public use only from 4:00 a.m.
to 10:00 p.m. daily; however, hunting, fishing, trapping, dog
training, launching boats and landing boars are permitted ar
any time in areas where these activities are authorized.

Rules and Regulations

* No littering.

*  No fireworks.

*  No open fires.

* Destroying, cutting or removing vegetation is prohibited.
Nuts, berries, fruits, edible wild greens and mushrooms
may be taken only for personal consumption.

*  Vehicle use is restricted to graveled and paved roads and
established parking areas, unless otherwise posted.

* Equestrian use is permitted only on roads open to
vehicular traffic

*  Youth group camping permitted by Special Use Permit.

* No other overnight camping allowed.

* Bicycles are allowed on roads open to vehicular
traffic.

* Bicycles allowed on designated service roads year-round.

* No target shooting allowed.

* Trail and game cameras are prohibited.

Fishing and Boating:

Fishing and frogging are permitted under statewide regulations

with the following exceptions:

* Boats may be used for fishing and wildlife-related activi-
ties only and may not stored or left unattended overnight.
Float tubes may be used for authorized fishing and hunt-
ing activities.

*  Motors over 10 horsepower must be operated at a slow,
no-wake speed.

* Frequent drying of these waters inhibits quality fishing.

¢ Salvage seining of non-game fish may be permitted
seasonally for personal use with a Special Use Permit.

* Carp, buffalo, suckers, and gar may be taken by atladl, gig,

bow, or crossbow during statewide seasons.

Hunting and Trapping:

Area is open to hunting under statewide regulations, except as

Surther restricted by the following regulations:

e Waterfowl may be hunted only during managed
waterfowl hunts, except on the Missouri River.

*  Non-Toxic shot is required for all hunting with a shotgun.
Possession of lead shot is prohibited.

e Deer and turkey regulations are subject to annual changes.
Refer to Spring Turkey or Fall Deer and Turkey booklets
for current regulations.

*  Only portable tree stands are allowed and only from
Sept.1 through Jan. 31. Unattended stands must be plainly
labeled on a durable material with the full name and
address, or Conservation Number, of the owner and
be removed from the area before Feb. 1. Use of nails, screw-
in steps, and any material or method that would damage the
tree is prohibited.

*  Decoys and blinds are permitted but must be disassembled
and removed daily. Blinds may be constructed on-site, but
only from willows and non-woody vegetation.

* Trapping of furbearers is permitted only as specifically
authorized by Special Use Permit.
