* No horseback riding.

* No camping,.

* No fireworks or open fires.

* Target shooting is not allowed.

* Dogs must be leashed when not being used for
training or hunting.

* Motor vehicles are allowed on public roads and
in parking areas.

* Boats may be used only for fishing and wildlife
activities and may not be left unattended overnight.
¢ Nuts, berries, fruits, mushrooms and wild
greens may be taken for personal use. Cutting

or removing other vegetation is prohibited. The
taking of wild greens from natural areas is not allowed.

Fishing and Boating

Fishing and frogging are allowed under statewide
regulations with the following exceptions:

* On Blue Springs Creek, no more than one (1) trout
may be possessed and all trout less than 18 inches
in total length must be released unharmed
immediately after being caught. Artificial flies and
lures only may be used for trout fishing.

* Use of live bait, synthetic eggs or soft-bodied
lures is prohibited on Blue Springs Creek. Fishing
for species other than trout is permitted under
statewide regulations.

* Goggle-eye taken from Blue Springs Creek or
the Meramec River must be a minimum of 8 inches

in length.
* Seining or trapping live bait, including tadpoles,
is prohibited on all lakes and ponds. Gizzard shad

* Only portable tree stands are allowed and
only from September 1 through January 31.
Unattended stands must be plainly labeled on a
durable material with the full name and address,
or Conservation Number, of the owner and be
removed from the area before February 1. Use of
nails, screw-in steps, and any material or method
that would damage the tree is prohibited.

* Furbearer trapping is permitted by special-use permit.
